To make this mission of ours a fruitful one, we would like to make the evaluation system more child friendly and convenient for you too. It is also to be noted that the evaluation or assessment system followed is in adherence to the CBSE guidelines.

We have the
a) WRITTEN Exams to test the child’s knowledge of the topics (lessons), concepts taught in different subjects. For this the students will be given the syllabus and a date-sheet in advance.

b) ACTIVITIES: However as teaching-learning is a continuous un-interrupted process; to keep in harmony with the same, students will be assessed by respective teachers through activities or projects etc. (No formal date-sheet will be given. You may refer to the syllabus if necessary for the same.)In Languages activities based on lessons taught will be to test the listening, reading, vocabulary and spoken skills of the child. In Maths the activities based on the mathematical aptitudes will be given to test the child’s mental ability and application of the concepts. In Science activities will involve project work or group discussion to test the child’s understanding of concepts taught, scientific skills and application. In Social Studies activities like group discussion and project will be given to test the child’s environmental sensitivity and understanding. For other subjects like Moral Education, General Knowledge, Computer Science, Life Skills, Art and Craft activities will be given to test the child’s aptitude. For Co- Curricular Activities like Music, Dance, Games and Yoga, the child’s interest, participation and performance will be observed and assessed.

The students will have to appear for total THREE Exams (TWO CYCLE TESTS) and ONE FINAL EXAM.

Class II and III will have all the Cycle Tests for 50 Marks each except Moral Eduction, Computer and General Knowledge which will be graded orally.

Class IV will have I and II Cycle Tests for 50 Marks whereas Computer Test will be for 25 marks only.  The Final Cycle Tests for all subjects other than Computer will be for 80 marks.  The Computer Test will be for 40 marks only.  Moral Education and General Knowledge will be graded orally in all the cycles.

Class V will have I and II Cycle Tests for 50 Marks whereas Computer, Moral Education and General Knowledge will be for 25 marks only.  The Final Cycle Test for all subjects other than Computer, Moral Education and General Knowledge will be for 80 marks.  Computer, Moral Education and General Knowledge will be for 40 marks only.
